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broke = in debt, bankrupt 

 

afford = to have enough money (to do sth) 

• They can’t afford a new TV. 

• They can’t afford to buy a new TV. 

 

careful ≠ careless 

 

make a mistake = do something wrong 

 

marathon = running a long distance 

 

smile (noun) = a happy or friendly expression on the face       

• Amy had a big smile on her face. 

• It's nice to be able to bring a smile to people's faces (= make people smile). 

 

smile (verb) = to make a happy or friendly expression on the face 

• When he smiled at me, I knew everything was all right. 

• Mary is so cheerful - she's always smiling. 

 

smile ≠ frown 

 

stationery = things needed for writing or drawing on paper 

 

package (American) = parcel (British) 

 

wrap = cover a package with a piece of paper 
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
