Comparative Adverb = more/less + Adverb Ending in –ly: 

 George drives more carefully than Robert. 

 Tom sings less beautifully than Richard. 

 

Comparative Adverb = Adverb Not Ending in –ly + er 

 Sally runs faster than Mary. 

 Monica works harder than Rachel. 

 

Comparison of Nouns 
 

more/fewer + Plural Countable Noun 

more/less + Uncountable Noun 

 

Examples: 

Thomas has more books than William. 

William has fewer books than Thomas. 

Donald has more money than Joe. 

Joe has less money than Donald.
